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PIN POSITIONS

The pin position number will
correspond to the day of the
month. For example, on May 15th
you will refer to pin position #15.
All Golf Carts are supplied with a
pin position matrix. Pin position
cards are available in the Golf
Shop, near the 2nd tee and near
the 11th tee.

RULES OF PLAY

RULES OF THE RCGA GOVERN ALL PLAY, EXCEPT AS
MODIFIED BY THE LOCAL RULES.

LOCAL RULES

When a player’s ball lies on the putting green, there is no penalty
if the ball or ball-marker is accidentally moved by the player, his
partner, his opponent, or any of their caddies or equipment. The
ball must be replaced.

French drains: One club length relief where stones or sand filled
drains can be shown to impede stance or swing.

All maintained gardens, hedges, and patios are ground from
which play is forbidden. Relief: one club length from nearest point
of relief no closer to the hole, no penalty.

Stones in Bunkers - Stones in bunkers may be removed with your
hand. If a ball moves during removal the ball must be replaced
and the original lie must be matched as closely as possible.

Drop areas on holes 5, 11 and 17 are provided as additional
options to Rule 26-1 (a), (b) and (c).

The Course Handicap is the number of strokes a golfer receives
from the specific set of tees at the course. MAX score per hole is
Net Double Bogey for all players.

ie. If you are playing the WHITE TEE and your course handicap
is 15 you would receive one stroke on hole #1. Your MAX score is
7 (DOUBLE BOGEY + 1 stroke = 7). If unsure please enter your
scores into the handicap system HOLE BY HOLE.

PACE OF PLAY

Golf courtesy dictates speedy play. Your place on the course is
immediately behind the group in front, not immediately in front
the group behind. Requested time of play for 18 holes is 4 hours
and 12 minutes.
